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Council Highlights

Strategic Plan— Council completed their review and revision of the Strate-
gic Plan 2006-2010, and the final plan will be brought back for approval in
February. It will be posted on the new website.
Our web designer reported that the site is now up, although still under con-
struction. There is still quite a lot of information to be put up, but we would
welcome comments.
After consulting with Bylaw Officer, Daryl Reinke, Council decided that a cat
bylaw would not be practical, since it is very difficult to enforce. However,
the Bylaw officer made several recommendations for residents :
a) Use a skunk trap to trap the cat and return to its owner.
b) chicken wire placed on the ground will keep them from digging in

flower beds.
Banner Environmental Engineering is laying the groundwork and preparing
to get underway with major renovations to our very tired waterplant this
year. A tender is also being put out for laying new sewer lines on 3rd Ave-
nue and water, sewer, and gravel roadway to 8 lots in the west-end subdivi-
sion.
We will be exploring the possibility of installing a shower and restroom at &
more campsites at the Sports grounds.
We have a conundrum— A potential resident has contacted us with re-
gards to purchasing a home here. A professional dog breeder who has
bred and trained many champion dogs, she is a member of the Canadian
Kennel Club, authorized under Agriculture Canada, and follows the Ethical
and Responsible Breeder Guidelines. At times she would have 5 or 6
small dogs in her kennel. The problem— our bylaw allows only 2 dogs. As
a breeder and trainer, this lady has the potential to bring another business
to our community, and is willing to offer assistance to other dog owners in
training their dogs. She could be an asset to the community.

A $900 grant funded by income
from the Cecil and Art Peacock Fund,
and the Donald Spady Memorial Fund,
will assist with the costs of care and
maintenance of the Alliance Cemetery.
