� Some residents attended to speak to the pro-

posed cat byla w which resulted in a change 
of wording in clauses 3 & 9.  The bylaw with 
revised wording appears on our website.

If your assess-
ment went up a huge amount, your taxes 
will be slightly higher, but many are lower 
than last year.
