The following are PERMITTED during this Fire Advisory: 
• burning barrels equipped with a metal mesh screen. 
• safe wood campfires in approved fire pits on private lands and in 

campgrounds. 
• portable propane fire pits. 
• gas or propane stoves and barbeques, including briquettes. 
• pellet style electric smokers. 
 
Off-Highway Vehicles can start wildfires – check frequently to ensure 
hotspots are free of debris, and make sure mufflers and spark arrestors are 
working properly.
